Then have a go at analysing patterns in
the language used considering a range of language levels,
i.e. lexis, grammar, phonology, pragmatics and discourse
structure. Past examples have included analysing the
language used on The Kardashians, Come Dine With Me,
Married at First Sight and Love Island.
