Task 2: Once fortnightly, read the Law Gazette News,
and/Legal Updates — Write a summary of approx 300 words
per review.

Task 4: Create a key word note book for your legal studies
— for all new words, key terms/phrases you come across note
down the new word, key term or phrase and write a
definition for each one — if it’s a really challenging one, —
write a short explanation of how to use it alongside your
definition.

Task 5: Choose an area of law you think you would like to
learn more about and independently research and create a
poster, or power-point about your chosen area of law to
present to the class at the end of the first year. This can
then be repeated for the 2" year with another area of law in
discovery.
